IN-HOUSE BABE RUTH 13-15 BASEBALL RULES  
1.  All players are in the batting order.

2.  SUBSTITUTION POLICY - NO PLAYER MAY SET OUT MORE THAN (2) INNINGS IN ANY GAME (UNLESS THE GAME GOES INTO EXTRA INNINGS) AND THOSE INNINGS MAY NOT BE CONSECUTIVE..

3.  No player can set out of the field for two consecutive innings and every player must have played the field at least (3) innings by the end of the sixth  inning.

4  Games are scheduled for seven innings. 

5.  No inning may start after (2) hours of playing time has elapsed.  Rain delays do not count as time.  No inning can start after 11:00 PM under any circumstances.

6.  The game is complete if one team is ahead by (10) or more runs after (5) innings,  (4 1/2 if it is the home team).

7.  A pitcher may pitch seven innings in consecutive games - no matter when these games take place.

8.  Games can be played with as few as (8) players on a team.  If a team only has (8) players - the (9th) spot in the batting order becomes an automatic out whenever it comes up.

9.  You may use a player from another team in this league as a (9th) player when necessary.  This player can play the outfield only and must bat last in order.  Any other  replacement players must be registered AJAA baseball players in the 11/12 year old league.  (Only league 12 year olds will be allowed to substitute in the 13-15 league.)  

10.  Players must slide or avoid contact at home plate when a play is being made - failure to do so can result in the umpire calling them out.  This is a judgment call by the umpire and can not be protested.

11.  A game that is suspended for any reason will be resumed at the spot of suspension.  Any player that was not at the original game but is available when the game is resumed is eligible to play and will be entered into the batting order at the end.

12.  A pitcher that is removed from the game during an inning can not return as a pitcher.  A pitcher can re-enter as a pitcher if he is removed after he has completed an inning.  This is in effect for both a starting pitcher and a relief pitcher.  Reminder:  You must remove  the pitcher on the second visit to the mound in any inning.

13.  All play is governed by Official Babe Ruth Baseball rules with the exception of those listed above.

The home team is to line the diamond before games.  Each team will provide (1) ball per game - the umpire will provide balls for tourney games.

Please clean dugouts of trash after each game - each team also should pick up trash from around bleachers after each game.

After the last game of the night, the visiting team should repair the diamond.  Try to rake batters box and mound.  Rake other areas if possible.  Remember, we do not have a paid grounds crew.  Lets try to keep the field in as good a shape as possible.  This only takes a few minutes each night.  If neglected, then it becomes a time consuming project to fix.
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
